j. What did you find the most rewarding during your posting?
k. What were some of the challenges and things that could have worked better?
l. How did you personally grow and learn as the result of serving in this volunteer capacity and taking on this HFI posting?
m. Any observations you wish to share in regards to local accommodations and transportation solutions related to your posting
n. Any observations you wish to share in regards to your personal security and any other risks you noticed or high risk situations that impacted your time on post?
o. Anything worth mentioning regarding the interactions you had with your assigned HFI Volunteer and Logistics Coordinators?  Other comments regarding HFI staff interactions overall?
p. Any final advice (positive or constructive improvements) to future volunteers that may select this partner to volunteer for?
